REVISION CONTROL
Revisions will be prepared by Director of Maintenance.  Request for revisions to this manual must be submitted to the Enter FSDO Location Flight Standards District Office.  Revisions must be approved by the Enter FSDO Location Flight Standards District Office prior to implementing any changes.  At any time, the Enter FSDO Location Flight Standards District Office may require a revision to be made; these changes will be enforced immediately after the revision has been approved.  Each revision will have a revision number, date, and page numbers being revised.  Revisions will be consecutively numbered.

It will be the responsibility of each manual holder to keep his manual current and record any revisions on the Log of Revisions, page iv.  

All manual revisions will be submitted to the FAA for approval prior to being implemented.
